Our life of faith has the reward
that it pushes Satan away. The simple life of faith in Christ caused Satan to
fall from Heaven. He is no longer able to be in the presence of God to
accuse us of our sin.

THEME OF THE DAY:
   Loved And Saved

INTROIT—(Antiphon, Psalm 19:1;) Psalm 19:2, 4-6
Psalm 19 was written by King David. It is a song about the wonder and
Love of God. Historically, we used Psalm 19 on the Advent 4. It was moved
and paired with the lessons we established in the last round of Reading
revisions. It begins the theme of God Who Loves us enough to save us.

COLLECT
We have heard the Word through the work of others. We ask God to
continue to send those He has chosen, that the people of God may worship
Him in true peace separated from harm and danger.

THE OLD TESTAMENT LESSON—Isaiah 66:10-14
This is the last chapter of the book of Isaiah. After all the bad news he
was allowed to begin with a statement of rejoicing, Jerusalem was not
dead. He had been announcing the death of the kingdom throughout
his book, but it had not yet come to pass. Her inhabitants had been
carted off into a long captivity in Babylon, but there was life, there was
still security that in God all things would work together for good. God is
in control. He is sovereign. We are able to read Isaiah's writings and
understand that life is only true when it is lived in God. He extends His
most gracious Love and keeps us safe from His anger, the anger He is
saving for those who oppose His Word.

GRADUAL—Romans 10:15b, 18b; Isaiah 52:7b alternative
This Gradual was created for our 2006 revision. Paul expressively quoted
Isaiah, then we finish by paraphrasing Isaiah. The Word of God is going
to the ends of the Earth, prompted on by the Church of God.

THE EPISTLE LESSON—Galatians 6:1-10, 14-18
Through Baptism we are tied to Christ. When He died, we died. We have
been crucified to the world and we have been raised to life fulfilled in the
life and person of Jesus. We are completely dead to sin. God cannot be
mocked. If we follow the way of sin we prove to whom we belong and
our Baptism becomes as nothing. (We are alive to the world, but dead
to Christ.) When we present ourselves to God we can only show a life
of sin, therefore the only good is what Christ has done for us. We can
only boast about how the Cross of Jesus has given us life. If then we
do good to all people, it is because we are following the rule that brings
peace and mercy, the rein and rule of God who gives us life.

THE GOSPEL LESSON—Luke 10:1-20
